As we enter the final stage of the 2006 elections, two words keep running through my mind: Time’s Up!

Time’s up for the Republicans, who have controlled our government for five years and taken the country totally in the wrong direction. In November,
we have a very realistic opportunity to take back Congress — the House and even the Senate.

They will
send a barrage of attack mail and negative messages to Democratic and Independent women voters to convince them that voting is a waste of
time. It's called voter suppression and, if left uncontested, it works!

How do | know this? Because that is exactly how they took power in 1994. About 16 million women who voted in 1992 stayed home in 1994 —
handing Republicans control of the Congress. That's why EMILY’s List began our WOMEN VOTE! program in 1995 — to make sure we could
mobilize women voters. We all know that when women vote, Democrats win. That's why the Republicans will do all they can to stop women from
voting.

Model WOMEN VOTE! program in a district

Costs for a typical WOMEN VOTE! program targeting 45,000 households are detailed below:

Survey of 500 voters, 20 minutes long $19,500
6 pieces of mail $117,780
2 live phone calls $45,000
1 automated phone call with polling information $22,500
Canvass to 35,000 households — two passes $86,000
TOTAL COST $290,780

This voter-to-voter approach is expensive, but vital. There is no guarantee that the electorate’s overwhelming desire for change will translate into
victory for Democrats in November. In fact, voter turnout historically drops in nonpresidential elections, particularly among Democrats. Getting
these "drop-off” voters, particularly women, to the polls can provide the winning margin of victory for Democratic candidates — women
and men.

In the final 100 days before the midterm elections, WOMEN VOTE! is a critical nationwide effort by EMILY's List to bring massive numbers of
women to the polls in support of every Democrat on the ticket.

But to fund the additional resources we need to complete WOMEN VOTE! 2006, we must turn to our membership base for their support. Their
previous generosity has made our thorough preparation possible — and with their help, we can make all that preparation pay off with an historic
victory for Democrats on Nov. 7.
